The Board may rely on advisory committees (including Ad Hoc committees) to counsel it as a means of
discerning the needs and desires of the School District and its residents.

Any advisory committee shall have only those duties and powers as the Board determines. The ultimate

auhority to make decisions will continue to reside with the Board. No advisory committee's
recommendations shall have any limiting effect on appropriations, unless all the procedures of RSA 32
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
