Course grades attained through alternative crgdiibros will not be applied to the student’'s GPAa@g
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courses that have been successfully completedghroorrespondence programs, distilearning,
and the internet.

Up to one (1) credit will be granted for each ceypsovided that the student shows evidence of
successful completion of course requirements.

The number of high school credits granted will kéedmined by the principal or designee in
consultation with the Director of Special Educatfonsuccessful completion of special education-
approved internet or out-of-district courses in dayesidential programs.

With prior approval of the principal or designep,ta two (2) credits may be earned for community
service projects that will be coordinated, supedjsand evaluated by a Nashua High School faculty
member.

With prior approval of the principal or designep,ta two (2) credits may be earned for independent
student projects (ELO) that will be coordinatedheswised, and evaluated by a Nashua High School
faculty member.

Credit may be applied to high school graduatiomiregnents for high school courses taken in middle
school.
