ADMISSION OF FOREIGN EXCHANGE STUDENTS

Academic Requirements
e No student will be admitted who has already graduated from the equivalent of twelfth grade or
who will reach the age of twenty-one years on or before September 15 of that school year.

e The student must have average or above-average grades in school at home and must not require
special education services in order to function in the regular academic program.

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The student must attend the school in the attendance area in which the host family or sponsor lives, unless
an appropriate transfer is approved by the District. Should a large number of foreign students be
scheduled for a particular school, a transfer to another school may be recommended by the District in
order to create a balance in foreign student enrollment.

Upon the student’s arrival in the District, the adult sponsor (host family and/or local representative of the
exchange program) and student must come to the school to complete the enrollment process. Students
must arrive in sufficient time for attendance on the first day of school.

Students requesting admission must submit:

Birth certificate or other proof of age.
Recent official transcript with English translation reflecting courses taken and grades earned.
Records showing any required immunizations.

Evidence of medical insurance that will cover the student while residing in the District.
